GROW YOUR OWN NITROGEN DEMO: 

In 2007 we demonstrated growing nitrogen on-farm (green ma-
nure)  in a zero-till system with 4 different pulses: fababeans, soy-
beans, peas & lupins.  These pulses were desiccated and mowed or 
rolled (to obtain plant to soil contact) at different plant stages.  The 
plots were soil tested this spring and seeded to Splendor wheat - 
yield data will be collected this fall. 

CAMELINA: 

Also known as False Flax, we grew this crop last year and are allow-
ing it to volunteer this year.  It is a low input oilseed crop that has 
potential in the bio-fuel industry and as a feed source.

We are also 

demonstrating the benefits of using plastic 

mulch which promotes faster tree growth 

by providing weed control, conserving 

soil moisture and preventing erosion.
